Ask: “Where is the turtle?

Movement builds body awareness.

Try crawling like a turtle!

Can you crawl: 
slow
fast
sideways
forward
backwards

Ask: “Where is turtle going?” 

Follow your child’s story and 
add some ideas of your own!.

Make the turtle say:
t-t-t

turtle
shell

water
swim

Repeat these new
words lots during play.
